CALL TO ORDER

Due notice of the meeting having been given and a quorum being present, the
mecting was called to order. Board President Donald Groff presided and Michael
Meagher acted as Recording Secretary.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
On a motion duly made, the agenda was adopted.

HOMEOWNER/GUEST FORUM

One homeowner asked if a “no through street” sign could be placed on Bristol
Ridge at Ryoaks. Others complained about improper signage on the commercial
lots and about signs advertising “City Fest” on commercial and residential lots.
These have been cited and efforts are being made to get them removed. However,
the association has no authority to remove them from private property.

Pool & Park

Dee Chambers related that Ken Files and Brent Penn have been very helpful with
watching over the pool.

Several
restaurants and other businesses have contributed prizes and they hope to use any
proceeds to purchase items for the pool.

RESIGNATION OF WILBERT OLIVER
Prior to the management report, Director Oliver questioned the election of officers

that had taken place in May. The following explanation was given to him: This is a



common source of confusion (between the meaning of directors and officers). The
membership elects directors. There are three directors. From those directors, the

officers are elected annually. Carl Chambers was elected to fill the director seat
vacated by Cheryl Best.

‘After the annual meeting, officers are clected by the board members. The
membership does not vote on officers (President, Vice- Pres1dent Secretary/
Treasurer). There was a quorum at the Board meeting on May 30" so the Board
was authorized to take action. At that time, Donald Groff was elected President,
Carl Chambers was elected Vice-President and Wilbert Oliver was elected
Secretary/Treasurer. The minutes were subsequently approved at the July 24, 2006
Board meeting, at which all Directors were present.

Mr Oliver challenged the election of officers and President Groff said the Board
would consider the matter in executive session. After further discussion, Mr Oliver
resigned from the Board and left the meeting. The Board accepted his resignation.

MANAGEMENT REPORT:
Review of Financial Statements: The financial statements for the period that ended

August 31, 2006 were reviewed. The Association had a cash balance of
$32,269.63 in Operating Funds. The Replacement Fund had a balance of
$9,345.55. Year-to-date through August, the Association’s revenues were
$87,501.59 and operating expenses were $93,804.28, leaving a deficit of
$6,302.69. On the other hand, the budget had projected a deficit $7,481 higher at
this point in the year. Budget remaining for the year is $33,830, so it continues to
be important to conserve operating funds remaining in the bank.

Deed Restrictions: The managing agent reported that there were 87 currently
active service requests. During August, 86 items were closed and new ones were
opened. A total of 19 notices were sent.

PAMPERED LAWNS PROPOSALS

The Board discussed proposals from Pampered Lawns to install mulch in the cul-
de-sacs and pool park, to install 11 hawthorns in the pool park to replace some that
had died and to fertilize the turf and beds. On a motion duly made, the Board
approved the proposal to fertilize the turf and beds at a cost of $475. The Board
will inspect the beds at the pool and mulch will be considered in the spring.

BUDGET FOR 2007
The Board reviewed a draft budget for 2007 along with a cover memo from the

community manager, part of which President Groff read for the benefit of the
homeowners present:
